The Top Ten Predictions

I know you have seen them! They are the top ten lists that people make every year of the things they believe will happen or make the news in the ensuing year. However, the amazing thing is that nobody really pays that much attention to them. Besides, by the time the end of the year comes, who cares anymore what someone predicted would happen a year ago? After all, we already lived the year and it really doesn’t matter anyway. However, God has given us clear truth that we can count on to be in the top ten list. 
1. The Bible will still have the answers for mankind. Psalm 119:128 says, “Therefore all Your precepts concerning all things I consider to be right”. Psalms 119:104 declares, “Through Your precepts I gain understanding”. The word of God has been considered outdated by some however, it has out lasted the words and works of the world’s most powerful men.
